WHEN TO CHARGE THE
BATTERY PACK

@ NOTE:

Lithium-lon battery packs are shipped partially
charged. Before using it the first time, fully
charge the battery pack.

It is not necessary to run down the battery
pack charge before recharging. This battery
pack can be charged at any time. It is
necessary to press the capacity indicator
button to check whether the battery pack
needs to be charged. When charging, it is
important to provide adequate ventilation to
avoid damage to this battery pack.

HOW TO CHARGE THE
BATTERY PACK

Charge the battery pack only with the
recommended charger in "SPECIFICATION". If
the charger does not charge the battery pack
under normal circumstances, return both

the battery pack and charger to your nearest
authorized service center for electrical check.

@ NOTE:

The battery pack will shut down when its
operating temperature exceeds 170.6 °F (77
°C).

Do not place the charger and battery pack in
an area of extreme heat or cold. They will work
best at normal room temperature.

It is good practice to unplug the charger and
remove the lithium-ion battery pack when not
in use.

1. Plug the charger into an approved power
supply and the charging indicator on the
charger turns red.

2. Press down on the battery pack to be sure
the contacts on the battery pack engage
properly with contacts in the charger.

3. When the battery pack is well connected in
the charger, the charging indicator flashes
green.

4. Then charge starts. The charger
communicates with battery pack to
evaluate the condition of the battery pack.
The battery pack may become slightly
warm to the touch. This is normal and does
not indicate a problem.

@ NOTE:

When battery charge runs out after
continuous use or exposure to direct sunlight
or heat, allow time for the battery to cool down.

WHEN TO REMOVE THE
BATTERY PACK FROM THE
CHARGER

The battery is fully charged when the charging
indicator stops flashing and remains green.
Press the capacity indicator button on the
battery to further confirm.

Then disconnect the power supply from

the charger. Remove battery pack from the
charger.

HOW TO REMOVE THE
BATTERY PACK FROM THE
TOOL

Make the tool stop completely. Then slide
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battery pack from the tool.

CHARGING A HOT BATTERY
PACK

When using a tool continuously, the battery
pack may become hot. A hot battery pack
may be placed directly onto the charger port
but charging will not begin until the battery
temperature cools to within acceptahble
temperature range.

When a hot battery pack is placed on the
charger, the charger may indicate the battery
pack is not ready to charge. Please refer to
charger operator’s manual. When the battery
pack cools, the charger will automatically
begin charging.

CHARGING A COLD
BATTERY PACK

A cold battery pack may be placed directly
onto the charger port but charging will not
begin until the battery temperature warms to
within acceptable temperature range.

When a cold battery packis placed on the
charger, the charger may indicate the battery
pack is not ready to charge. Please refer

to charger operator’s manual. When the
battery pack warms to approximately room
temperature, the charger will automatically
begin charging.

@ NOTE:

Recommend charging temperature range
evaluated, 39.2°F - 104°F (4°C - 40°C).

CAPACITY INDICATOR

Press the capacity indicator button to check
whether it needs to be charged.

COLD WEATHER
OPERATION

Use the battery in a maximum temperature
of 84.4°F - 75.2°F (18°C - 24°C) for optimal
performance. When the battery packis very
cold, it may “pulse” for the first minute of use
to warm itself. Put the battery pack on a tool
and use the tool in a light application. After
about a minute, the battery pack will have
warmed itself and will operate normally.

BATTERY PROTECTION

The battery circuitry protects the battery pack
from extreme temperature, over-discharge,
and over-charge. To protect the battery from
damage and prolong its life, the battery pack
circuitry will turn off the battery pack if it
becomes overloaded or if the temperature
becomes too high during use. This may
happen in extremely high torgue, bhinding, and
stalling situations. The battery pack will shut
down and capacity indicators shining for 5s
when pressing the battery capacity indicator
button.

MAINTENANCE

BATTERIES

These batteries have been designed to
provide maximum troublefree life. However,
like all batteries, they will eventually wear out.
Do not disassemble battery pack and attempt
to replace the batteries. Handling of these
batteries, especially when wearing rings and
jewelry, could result in a serious burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we
suggest the following: Remove the battery
pack from the charger once it is fully charged
and ready for use.

CLEANING

1. Remove battery pack from the charger/tool
before any cleaning work.

2. Keep this battery pack free of debris and
dirt. Wipe down the equipment with a cloth
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and/or compressed air.
3. Itis highly suggested that you clean the

device after every use.
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TRANSPORTATION

1. Take the battery pack from the tool, and
place it into a box to avoid being exposed to
sunlight during the transportation.

2. Not forget the charger when the battery is
transported.

STORAGE

1. Do not store the battery pack on the
charger.

2. Do not to store close to furnaces, stoves
are water heaters.

3. Do not store the battery outside orin
vehicles.

4. Keep away from other metal objects like
paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws, or
other small metal objects that can make a
connection from one terminal to another.

5. Keep the battery pack away from
moisture. Store the battery in a clean, dry
place. Cover it in order to provide added
protection.

6. Store the battery within a temperature
range of 50°F - 78.8°F (10°C - 26°C).

7. For Lithium-lon battery pack storage longer
than 30 days:

* Store Lithium-lon battery packs in a 30%-
50% charged condition.

« Every six months of storage, charge the
Lithium-lon battery pack until 2 or 3 LED
indicators flash in white color on the
battery.

« Exterior may be cleaned with a cloth or soft
non-metallic brush.

RECYCLING AND DISPOSAL

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TROUBLESHOOTING

1. SENIX Limited Warranty

e SENIX will only provide free repair for products with quality defects due to defective
materials or manufacturing and being determined to be eligible for warranty coverage
by a SENIX-authorized repair facility.

e Product warranty: 2 years for tool, battery and charger, 3 years for motor.

e The product warranty period is calculated from the date of the original purchase
ticket/receipt.

e Users requesting warranty must present the purchase ticket/receipt and warranty card
verified by the authorized repair center, otherwise they do not have warranty rights.
